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1.9 To avoid any possibility of a dangerous unplanned acceleration, always make
sure that the electrical system is turned off before mounting the bike. For
your safety, please turn off the power key on the battery when stopped or
walking the bike

1.10 Remember to validate your warranty by visiting
www.wisperbikes.com/mywarranty and filling in your details.

2 Before each use

It is important you perform a quick check of your bike every time you use it. Checks
should include the following items below. If you find any damage or problems do
not use the bike until the problem has been solved or you have had the faulty item
checked by a bike mechanic or your Wisper dealer.

2.1 Check tyres for any visible damage
2.2 Check tyre pressures

2.3 Check for any lose nuts bolts or fixings
2.4 Check brake functions
2.5 Check electronic functions
